high street are bought by many
of us and reflects a growth in
concern for the environment.
The environmental issues raised
through purchasing in the home
are just as important in the
workplace. You may already
have an environmental
purchasing policy or other
guidance that seeks ways to
reduce the environmental
impact of the products you buy.

ESPO used its Environmental
Group to develop information
about the products offered in the
catalogues (including the on-line
version). To communicate this
information we have produced

a number of icons that are

detailed here.

ESPO purchases goods and
services specified by our
member authorities and other
customers.This means that our
policy must reflect the needs of
our customers.

Where an icon appears in the catalogue,
it indicates that the product meets the
environmental criteria set for that product,
or range of products.

The icons are listed below with a brief
outline of the criteria used.

LOW POLLUTING  For paper products,
if the pulping process is elemental chlorine free
the product receives the low polluting icon.

RECYCLED This product is made using some
recycled materials. The percentage of recycle
content is defined in the centre of the icon.

RECYCABLE This product can be recycled.

ENERGY EFFICIENT When in use this
product uses energy more efficiently than
similar products.

REUSABLE This product does not need
throwing away after use but can be used time
and time again.

BIODEGRADABLE When thrown away this
product will safely decompose to its constituent
elements.

NOT TESTED ON ANIMALS
This product has not been tested on animals.

Reduce b The best environmental option i
to look for smaller, lower specification, and
alternative ways to do things.

Re-use b Find ways to re-use things,
for example purchase sticky labels to
rejuvenate files, purchase products that
can be used again, e.g. refillable pens.

Recycle b Purchase recycled products and
recycle products at the end of their life
